She committed herself to four spiritual 
disciplines: Bible reading, prayer, trust and  
obedience, and gradually and miraculously she 

weaned herself off of a diet of tranquilisers and then set out to help others.  When they 
moved to Britain, she began a ministry to young drug addicts on the streets of London, and 
eventually opened Yeldall Manor, near Wargrave, which is still helping drug addicts today.  
Joanie YoderΩs story is thought provoking, challenging and inspiring, and speaks on many 
levels.  If you are in need of spiritual refreshment this book is a must-read.
